A non -profit  organization  born  from  Mayor  Richard  M. Daley's  Fashion Initiative,  CFI is the  only  centralized  

resource  providing  residency,  equipment,  workshops,  networking,  mentoring,  and  promotional  

opportunities  for  fashion  entrepreneurs  looking  to  begin  their  businesses in Chicago .  A pioneer  in the  

growing  pool  of  Fashion Incubators,  CFI first opened  its doors  in 2008 for  a  group  of  six Designers in 

Residence  (DIR). Each  March  six new  designers  begin  their  residency . In 2010, CFI expanded  its resources  

creating  the  Associate  Designer  Program  for  a  group  of  additional  designers  who  can  use the  space  by  

appointment  and  come  for  quarterly  workshops .  As CFI continues  to  grow,  its resources  continue  to  

spread  throughout  the  community  and  beyond . Further developments  include  a  Fashion Business 

Resource  Center  generously  funded  by  the  Driehaus  Design  Initiative .
